The St. John Hospital and Medical Center Histology Training Program is affiliated with the Indiana University School of Medicine and in association with St. John Hospital, prepares the individual for the American Society of Clinical Pathology Board of Certification Histotechnician Examination.

Applications are accepted in February of each year.  Students accepted into the program begin formal training in August and finish in May.  Students gain clinical experience as a Histology Trainee.  This position is fulltime (40 hrs. per week) and includes full benefits and an hourly salary.  St. John Providence Health System Laboratories pays the Indiana University tuition and in return, a graduating student is expected to work for SJPHS Laboratories as a Histotechnician for a minimum of 2 years.  Students are required to successfully complete the ASCP Board of Certification Histotechnician Examination within 6 months after graduation.

Minimum pre-requisites include completed courses in math, chemistry and biology with a grade point average of 2.0 (“C”) or better.  Courses must have been completed within 10 years of acceptance into the program.  High school transcripts are required if coursework was not at the college level.
